Legislative Update
On February 11, 2026, the Florida Senate 

passed Senate Bill 594 with a vote of 39-0. 
SB 594 will now be sent to the Florida House 
where it will be placed on the House Calendar 
with the House companion bill HB 267. If HB 
267 passes with identical language to SB 594, 
(and the wording appears to be the same,) 
the measure will move to the governor's desk 
for approval. Both bills provide for rental 
assistance to mobile home owners and for 
funds for rehab and emergency repair.

Attorney Nancy 
Black Stewart is employed by FMO to report 
the any bills from Tallahassee that concern or 
affect mobile home owners. FMO's Political 
Action Committee (PAC,) along with the Board 
of Directors, then reviews any proposed 
legislation. We need this to continue; without 
this oversight the state will charge us more, as 
they see fit.

FMO of Florida began in 1962. Here is a 
small part of what they have accomplished 
since then:

•	 •	Lobbied for the continuation of the Mobile 
Home Tie-Down program for the past ten years. 
The governor has supported an additional $7 
million for the program this year.

•	 •	Created the Consolidated Legal Fund to 
allow member HOAs to apply for grants to 
help fund litigation.

•	 •	Offers educational seminars, including 
training of HOA Board Members.

•	 •	Held a successful 2025 FMO State 
Assembly, attended by Florida Senators 
and Representatives, focused on Tie Down 
extensions, property tax relief and Homestead 
Exemptions.

•	 •	Holds District meetings every month, open 
to all members, with lunch and a Door Prize.

Northern Cardinal pairs are known
for their strong, often lifelong,
monogamous bonds, remaining
together year-round and frequently
foraging, feeding, and nesting as a
pair. Males (bright red) and females
(soft brown/red) display courtship
behaviors like "mate feeding," the
male passing seeds to the female.
